Meeting called to order 6:40 P.M.
· Welcome to all who made this meeting.

· George shared a decal design replacing the moon and palmetto of the flag with cycling components. Charles shared designs using the Spinners green and black circle. Charles is to finalize his design with quotes and lead times for next meeting.
· Jay mentioned that as of 5/11 an estimated 3,200 people had participated in 31 Spinner sponsored events.

· Jay recommended a club meeting topic of “Local Cycling Initiatives” which would include summaries of Bikeville, National Bike Month, Road Relations, 5-yr Bike Lane plan, Greenways Plan, Rabbit Trail, etc.. Decided to give to Duke for future consideration.

· Jay gave an update of the insurance status and results of meeting with Joe and Joey Sullivan and Albert Hyndshaw of Sullivan Company Insurance. In summary they felt we were properly covered and that those doing tasks at Donaldson, (ride leaders, sweeps, announcers, etc.) should be recognized as volunteers and thereby be covered in the B&O Insurance. · Danielle Gori was approved as the new Membership chair.  Motion introduced and passed
· Jay proposed paying for the hot dogs, buns and condiments at the time trial / picnic / swap meet.  Motion introduced and passed
· Bill shared the decisions were ongoing for Tour Tuesdays with the POA and Palmetto Peloton Project at Wild Wings for the month of July.
· Caroline suggested giving the Palmetto Cycling Coalition $2,500 and consider giving more at year’s end based on finances. Motion introduced and passed. .

· Caroline suggested that we take nominations from the membership for a new award “Volunteer of the Year”. Members can make suggestions with why they think their nomination is the best and membership will award the winner by vote. Award to be given at the Christmas party. Caroline offered to orchestrate this for this year. Motion introduced and passed. 
· Scott McCrary reported that the Greenville City Council put the 5-year bike lane project on hold by suspending the $45,000 investment budgeted for this year. This is the second year of the plan.
· David Carter – We have had 4,400 hits this month, up 17% from the previous board meeting. Also we did not purchase the URL www.greenvillespinners.com . Previous owner renewed.

· Jay shared for future consideration sponsoring part of the Swamp Rabbit Trail.  Cost would be about $6,000 for the equivalent of a 1 mile sponsorship with recognition/advertising back to the Spinners.

· Sally will resign as treasurer from the board the end of this year. Qualification for her replace should be comfortable with Quick Books software, double entry accounting and the accrual basis. Board members to submit names of candidates.
